Your Excellency, 

The freedom-loving Afghan nation keeps you in high esteem for your struggle for pluralism, partici-
pation, democracy and human rights through peaceful means of ballots, not bullets. This is the main rea-
son that the people of Chile voted your excellency to the highest office. 

Unfortunately during the communist regime in Afghanistan I have personally gone through the tor-
ture cells and had been witness to the carnage and destruction of my country. I am one of those people 
who have full experiences of real agonies in prison cells and oppresive methods of gaolers. 

A realiable source has informed that the Chilean police ha,ve arrested Messrs. Macelo Andres Villaroel 
Sepulveda: Jose Luis Oyarzun Pino: and Jose Esteban Antipil, in October, 1992, and detained. The source 
says Mr. Sepulveda, aged 19 has received two bullet wounds and Mr. Pino, aged 23. has also recieved in-
juries during the encounter with the police. Mr. Sepulveda is at present allegedly detained on the prem-
ises of the Homicide Squad of National Police while receiving medical attention in the hospital, has re-
cently been moved to the police facilities. 

Republic of Chile is one of the signatorios to the Universal Declaration of human Rights of the United 
Nations. Thus, on humanitarian basis I appeal your excellency to order the concerned authorities to take 
ah the measures to provide Mr. Sepulveda with medical care required by his state of health and to en-
sure the physical and psychological integrity of the prisoners at all times. 

If there are proven charges against them, ceratinly your excellency may order for thier fair trial in an 
impartial tribunal by having lawyers of their own choice for guaranteening their physical and psycho-
logical integrity. On the other hand if there are not solid cahrges against them, we are sure that your ex-
cellency may order for their release immediaqtely. We hope your excellency may order for inquiry for 
identifying those who are responsible for the arrest with out proved charges and will punish them in ac-
cordance with the Chilean national law. 

I appeal your excellency may order for the compensation of the victims and their families in the event 
the state agents have no solid and proved charges against them. 

We pray for progress, prosperity and peace for the Chilean people. 

We look forward to your kind action.
