Mr. President, 

The International Federation of Journalists, representing over 175.000 journalists 
in 43 countries throughout the world, was deeply upset by news of the arrest of 
several journalists in Chile. 

Juan Andres LAGOS, the Director of "El Siglo" was arrested on September 
whereas Juan Pablo CARDENAS, Director of "AnAlisis" was detained the following 
day, September 26. We understand that another order of arrest has been issued 
against Guillermo TORRES GAONA, the General Secretary of the Colegio de 
Periodistas. 

On'behalf of ah l journalists represented by this Federation, we urge the Chilean 
milíltary— al.rtiltrtities to cease persecuting journalists. We are deeply disappointed 
to'Wparn that, in spite of the election of a democratic government, journalists go 
on te bé.the object..of harassment and persecution in Chile. About 18 journalists 
aPpear to have'been prosecuted by different military courts since your election to 
the SIate Presidency. 

The IFJ fully supports the claims of the Chilean Colegio de Periodistas 
* that the military stop persecuting journalists and respect their social rol, 

which consists in collecting and disseminating information; 
* that the Chilean Parliament aapprove without delay legislation likely to stop 

the persecution of journalists; 
* that the Judiciary make a pronouncement on this subject. 

While strongly reaffirming its conviction tbat everything must be done to ensure 
that journalists enjoy full independence in the collection and dissemination of 
information to the public, the IFJ wants to believe that Chile will continue the 
process towards democratization and let journalists work according to the ethics 
and traditions in their profession. The internátional community of journalists 
will follow developments with utmost copncern.
