HAVE TRAVELED all over the

world. The thing which has amazed
me the most is the many different
religions. Every country has its own
kind.

No
peace came. They had to go again and
again in a constant effort to find
peace.

I've seen others crawl long distances
on their knees, until their legs bled,
or sit for hours looking at the sun,
or go long periods without food. But
no lasting peace came.

Others attend religious services, and

" read prayers, but no miracles take

place; no new life comes; no salvation.

My friend, religion cannot save.
There is no salvation in any religion
regardless of what kind it is.

God made us. God can give us
peace. He alone has shown us the
way — the only way. It is through
faith in Him and in His Word.

Religion cannot impart a new life,
and you must receive a new life to
be saved. Salvation is a new life
within you—not a form or a cere-
mony you go through.

That is why we have
all of these different religions. They
are evidence that men are seeking
God.
